Motion was made by Geier to approve the minutes from the July 18, 2023, regular Council meeting, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Geier, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.

Planning Commission-Bobrofsky made a motion to go into closed session per S.S. 19.85 (1)(e) and to invite Toufar, Englebretson and Pieper, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Lindner made a motion to reconvene into open session, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried.  Lindner made a motion to approve the purchase of 3 parcels of land totaling 57.046 acres from MS Real Estate Holdings, LLC in the amount of $13,800 an acre, and financing will be at Citizens State Bank of Loyal, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Weyer made a motion to approve Suda Plumbing to repair the lift station on Thomas St. in the amount of $19,955.00, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Lindner made a motion to approve Crane Engineering to repair the pump on the main lift station in the amount of $9,800.00 and to repair the elbows down in the tank in the amount of $18,500.00 and to use the remainder of the American Rescue money, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to hire Scott Construction for crack filling up to $15,000.00, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Fire & Ambulance meeting was held on July 27, 2023.  Brock reported the 2023-2024 Board of Directors are Kris Schultz, Jesse Zvolena, Ken Loos, Bob Fellenz, and Lynn Luchterhand.
