REGULAR MONTHLY COUNCIL MEETING

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Froeba, Geier, Gluch-Voss, Prein, Lindner, Schultz, and Weyer present.  Brock was absent.

Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Ryan Lavengood, and Andrew Lavengood.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes made to the April 20, 2021 agenda.

Ryan & Andrew Lavengood stated that they were here to observe the meeting for his Boy Scout badge.


 Motion was made by Froeba to approve the minutes from the March 16, 2021, regular Council meeting, seconded by Prein.    Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on April 6, 2021.  Geier made a motion to hire American Asphalt for the 2021 street construction on Industrial Dr. in the amount of $88,862.40, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Lindner talked about the Bluebird Community Garden.  We received donations from Northside Elevator for $100.00 and Lindner has applied for a grant through the Clark County Community Foundation.  There are 9 plots (20x20) that are $35.00 a year, 3 (10x20) for $25.00 a year, and 4 (10x10) for $15.00 a year.  Brochures will be at Loyal City Hall, Loyal Public Library, and Fourmen’s.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Chief Kubista reported on amending Ordinance 8-3-1 State Laws and administrative Code Provisions Adopted.  Geier made a motion to approve the amending of Ordinance 8-3-1 and to wave the second reading, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.

CITY OF LOYAL ORDINANCE NO. 
8-3-1
 
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 8-3-1 CONCERNING THE ADOPTION OF THE PROVISIONS SET FORTH IN THE WISCONSIN ADMINISTRATIVE CODE, DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES, CHAPTER NR64 PERTAINING TO REGULATION OF ALL TERRAIN VEHICLES.

The Common Council of the City of Loyal does hereby ordain as follows:

Section 1:
Section 8-3-1 is hereby repealed and is replaced in it entirety by amended Section 8-3-1 as fully set forth in Section 2 below.

Section 2:
SEC. 8-3-1 STATE LAWS AND ADMINISTRATIVE CODE PROVISIONS ADOPTED.

(a) Except as otherwise specifically provided for in this Chapter, the

following sections of the Wisconsin Statutes and Administrative Code provisions are hereby adopted by reference and made a part of this Chapter as if fully set forth herein.

(1) Section 350.01 through 350.19: Pertaining to snowmobiles.

(2) Section 23.33: Pertaining to all-terrain vehicles and utility terrain vehicles.

(3) Section 23.335: Pertaining to off-highway motorcycles.

(4) Wisconsin Administrative Code, Department of Natural Resources, Chapter NR64 pertaining to all-terrain vehicles.

(b) Acts required to be performed or prohibited by such statutes and code provisions are required or prohibited by this Chapter.  Any future amendments, revisions or modifications of the statutes or code provisions incorporated herein by reference are intended to be made part of this Code, as if fully set forth herein.  The statutory sections adopted by reference herein shall be designated as part of the City of Loyal Code of Ordinances by adding the prefix “8-3-1” to each statute or code section number. 

Section 3:
SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW.


If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect. 



Section 4:
EFFECTIVE DATE.  


This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.
