Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Schultz and Weyer present.  Prein was absent.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

 Motion was made by Weyer to approve the minutes from the November 21, 2023, regular Council meeting, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.

Planning Commission-Froeba made a motion to approve the re-zoning of parcels 246.0722.00 and 246.0727.00 from agricultural to industrial/commercial, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Roll call vote was taken: Bobrofsky-yes, Brock-yes, Froeba-yes, Geier-yes, Lindner-yes, Schultz-yes, and Weyer-yes.  Motion carried with 7-yes votes and 0-no votes.  
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Lindner and the elders from the Amish community spoke about the horse manure issues on Main St.  The elders spoke with their members about not using Main St.  Lindner stated that this has made a difference and also suggested that during the summer months the part-time employees will go out once a day to check if anything needs to be cleaned.  Lindner made a motion to table the horse manure issue indefinitely, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Chief Kubista reported that Officer Askeland is asking for secondary employment with Northside Elevator.  Geier made a motion to approve secondary employment for Officer Askeland, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Schultz reported that the Fire & Ambulance have purchased a new UTV with tracks.
Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Pieper reported on the ditching west of Gwinn St.  One bid was received from Paul Bugar Trucking for the amount of $600.00.  Weyer made a motion to approve Paul Bugar Trucking to do the ditching west of Gwinn St. in the amount of $600.00, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.

Finance/City View Committee –No meeting held.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on December 11, 2023.  Bobrofsky reported that five new monitors have arrived, and the old monitors are available for a donation.  Bobrofsky reported that Barb Kingsbury and Rebecca Smith are up for reappointment.  Bobrofsky made a motion to appoint Kingsbury, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky reported the library will be closed December 25th and 26th and January 1st.  Bobrofsky reported the November circulation was 1,274.  Bobrofsky reported the board is updating polices and that ten people attended the movie on Saturday, December 2, 2023.  Next Library meeting will be held on January 8, 2024.
Personnel Committee-No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.  Lindner reported that a grant was received from the Clark County Health Department for signs for the walking trail.  Weyer mentioned that the Loyal School would like to set up a meeting with the park and rec committee to talk about the summer recreation program.  Clerk Toufar will e-mail the school.
