Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Gluch-Voss, Lindner, and Schultz present.  Prein was absent.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No corrections or additions were made to the February 23, 2021 council agenda.

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on February 2, 2021.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the well 7 rehab payment to Suda Plumbing out of the TIF 2 fund, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to hire Melvin Companies to repair the manhole at the intersection of Central St. and Union St. in the amount of $27,750 and to take the money out of the TIF2 fund, seconded by Gluch-Voss.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to approve the 5-year street plan, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Lindner reported that we will be advertising for bids for the 2021 street construction.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve Curtiss Lindner to proceed with the community garden, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion that the public works employees will no longer mark lot lines for residents for liability reasons, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Lindner reported on a walking/bike trail around the city.  This has been referred to the Parks and Recreation committee.  Clerk Toufar asked permission to talk with the City Engineer about starting the process of creating a TIF 3.  Froeba made a motion to have Clerk Toufar contact the city engineer about starting the process of a TIF 3, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Meeting was held on February 3, 2021.  Kubista reported on the temporary sign ordinance.  This has been referred back to the police committee.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve policy changes for Chapter 5 Use of Force, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Copies can be obtained at the City Clerk’s office.  Froeba made a motion to approve policy changes for Chapter 6 Use of Deadly Force, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Copies can be obtained at the City Clerk’s office.

Library Committee – Meeting was held on February 8, 2021.  Bobrofsky reported that the Library hours will stay running as is and will be reviewed again at a later time.
