TUESDAY, JUNE 15, 2021

Bobrofsky made a motion to budget $5,000 a year for the next 4 years, or if we can use the American Rescue or TIF 2 money to purchase, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.  Froeba reported on the lights on Main St.  This has been referred to the utility committee.  Clerk Toufar is looking for members for the TIF 3 startup committee.  Bobrofsky, Weyer, and Schultz agreed to be on the planning committee.
