REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

TUESDAY, JUNE 21, 2022
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Prein, Schultz and Weyer present.  
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  


Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Ed Stumpner, Jacob Schar, and the Clark County Press.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the June 21, 2022, agenda.

Ed Stumpner from the Loyal Lions Club presented the city with a donation check for the walking trail for $5,000.00


Motion was made by Froeba to approve the minutes from the May 17, 2022, regular Council meeting, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Prein, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on June 21, 2022.  Froeba reported on the exterior lighting on the north side of the library building.  Froeba made a motion to allow the library to install the outdoor lighting at the library’s expense, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried with 6 yes votes, 1 no vote, and 1 abstain.  Froeba reported on the sale of the city lot on Industrial Drive.  Froeba made motion to sell 75’ street frontage x 270’ deep with access agreement for the driveway to Stratford Propane in the amount of $3,500.00 pending state approval, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to allow the sale of black dirt in the quantity greater than one yard to City of Loyal residents only in the amount of $10/yard and smaller amounts allowed to be used by City of Loyal residents only at no charge, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.                    
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Bobrofsky made a motion to accept the resignation of Garrett Barlow as written, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Chief Kubista will start the advertising process.
Finance/City View Committee – Meeting was held on June 2, 2022.  Weyer reported on the general account owing money to the TIF 2 district from 1997-2001, per the auditor.  Froeba made a motion to approve a 3-year loan for $300,000.00 at an interest rate of 3.97% with repaying the loan with any extra money that is left in the TIF 2 to repay the loan, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on June 13, 2022.  Hall reported on moving the handicap space to the front of the parking lot.  Hall reported on the revisions to the Material Selection Policy.  Hall reported donations of $100.00 from the Town of York, $550.00 from Maggie Roder, and a tv, DVD player, and movie license in memory of Michael Hayes.  Hall reported that 3 pallets of discarded books was sent to Thriftbooks.  Hall reported the summer reading program runs from June 15-July 27, the Golden Agers Gab and Gobble programs will begin on June 14, 2022, and strong bodies class will start on August 1, 2022.  Hall reported that the big window has cracked, and she will be calling the company that installed it.  Hall reported that Deb Roedel will be retiring in August, so they have started the advertising process.  Next library meeting will be held on July 11, 2022, at 5:30p.m.
Personnel Committee – Meetings were held on June 1, 2022 and June 7, 2022.  Lindner reported on the applications and interviews for the public works position.  Schultz made a motion to hire Kevin Rachu for the public works position, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried.

Park & Recreation – Meeting was held on June 8, 2022.  Lindner reported on the meeting with the Loyal School District on the Westside park softball field.  Another meeting will be held after the school talks with the Loyal School board.
