Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the May 16, 2023 amended agenda.

Glenn Bennett spoke about Clark St and now bad it is and needs repairs.  This has been referred back to the utility committee.


Motion was made by Weyer to approve the minutes from the April 18, 2023, regular Council meeting, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-No meeting held.   Geier made a motion to approve Quality Electrical Solutions to replace the electric box and controls for the lift station on N Beaver St in the amount of $2,289.15, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Weyer made a motion to pay half of the sidewalk repair at 402 W Mill St in the amount of $445.00, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried with 1 abstain.  Froeba made a motion to approve the 2022 CMAR Report, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried. 
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Police Committee was held on April 26, 2023 and Fire & Ambulance was held on April 27, 2023.  Weyer made a motion to extend the school zone on W Mill St, seconded by Geier.  Weyer then rescinded her motion to extend the school zone on W Mill St, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried, this has been referred back to Chief Kubista to draw up a map with all the signage and then bring it back to the June council meeting.  Schultz reported on changing the speed limit on N Main St from 35mph to 25mph.  No action taken.  Schultz reported on the fire and ambulance meetings.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on May 8, 2023.  Bobrofsky reported the summer performer will be at school on June 14, 2023 at 10:00a.m.  Bobrofsky reported on June 21, 2023 there will be a special performance at the school.  Bobrofsky reported author John Armbruster will be doing a presentation on June 5, 2023 at 7:00p.m. at the library.  Bobrofsky reported the April circulation was 1,223.  Next meeting will be held on June 12, 2023 at 4:30p.m.
