Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Schultz, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-No meeting held.  Geier made a motion to require vaults for cremation at the cemetery, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.  Froeba opened the bids for Spring St. project.  Lindner Excavating $5,518.00 and Paul Bugar Trucking, Inc $3,804.70.  Bobrofsky made a motion to accept the bid from Paul Bugar Trucking, Inc in the amount of $3,804.70, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to start advertising the TIF 2 project on Union St., seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to approve Resolution 04-2021 for the CMAR, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– Fire & Ambulance meeting was held on April 22, 2021.  Schultz reported that the fire department will be eliminating the mileage reimbursement for training.  Schultz reported that the air packs will expire in 2022.  They need universal packs.  Schultz reported that there were 7 new recruits.  Schultz reported that 2 donations were received.  Schultz reported the ambulance has 3 new recruits and has had 105 runs last year.
Finance/City View Committee – No meeting held.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on May 10, 2021.  Bobrofsky reported that the WIFI printer is currently unavailable.
