Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Lindner, Prein, and Schultz present.  Gluch-Voss was absent.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.


Citizens present were Craig Brandt, Kevin Klimpke, and Chris Lindner.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No corrections or additions were made to the November 17, 2020 council agenda.

Brandt and Klimpke presented a check to the City from the Loyal Car Show for $500.00 to be used toward fireworks.

 Motion was made by Schultz to approve the minutes from the October 20, 2020 regular Council meeting, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.


Utility Committee-Meeting was held on November 11, 2020.  Bobrofsky made a motion to pay Dave Esselman $1,375.00 for the repairs on his sidewalk, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Prein made a motion to only snow plow city owned property, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Chris Lindner spoke about the Tornado Shelter FEMA grant.  Geier made a motion to allow the Loyal School District to apply for the FEMA Grant, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the City of Loyal Resolution No. 11-1-20 Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan:

A RESOLUTION APPROVING A MULTI-HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN

FOR THE CITY OF LOYAL

WHEREAS, hazard mitigation planning is the process of developing a set of actions designed to reduce or eliminate long-term risk to people, businesses, infrastructure, and property from hazards and their effects; and,


WHEREAS, Clark County, working through its Local Emergency Planning Committee, has updated and prepared the Clark County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan, 2020-2025 to assess the magnitude of natural and other hazard risks and develop strategies for minimizing or reducing these risks; and,


WHEREAS, the City of Loyal participated in the planning process through a meeting with community representatives to identify hazard risks, vulnerabilities, and strategies unique to the community as well as through the review of draft plan materials; and, 


WHEREAS, the Plan was reviewed by Wisconsin Emergency Management as meeting the requirements of the Federal Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000 and applicable Code of Federal Regulations; and,


WHEREAS, adoption of the Plan by the City Council will meet prerequisite requirements which enables the City of Loyal to apply for FEMA grant dollars for hazard mitigation projects; 


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, the City Council adopts the Clark County Multi-Hazard Mitigation Plan, 2020-2025 as the official all hazards mitigation plan for the City of Loyal with the intent of implementing the plan recommendations as funding and resources allow.

Seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.


Geier made a motion to approve Resolution No. 11-2-20 to Authorize the Mayor to Sign a Tornado FEMA Grant


A Resolution to Authorize the Mayor to Sign a Tornado Shelter Federal Emergency Agency (FEMA) Grant

WHEREAS, the City of Loyal has a duty to protect its residents; and
WHEREAS, the Clark County All Hazard Mitigation Plan has identified that there is a strong likelihood that a tornado can hit Clark County in any given year; and
WHEREAS, many homes within the City of Loyal would not provide adequate shelter in the event of a tornado; and
WHEREAS, FEMA provides grant funding to assist in building tornado shelters;
THERE BEIT RESOLOVED, that City Council authorizes Mayor Carmen Englebretson to sign on behalf of the City for a grant requesting funds from FEMA for a tornado shelter.

Seconded by Prein.  Motion carried.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee–No meeting held.  Prein made a motion to approve the correcting of Ordinance 9-5-1(a)(2) and to waive the second reading.  The ordinance reads as follows:

 AN ORDINANCE CORRECTING THE HOURS OF ALCOHOL CONSUMPTION SET FORTH IN SECTION 9-5-1(a)(2) OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE. 
The Common Council of the City of Loyal does hereby ordain as follows: 
Section 1: The time set forth in Section 9-5-1(a)(2) as to hours in which consumption or possession of any intoxicating liquor or fermented malt beverage in any City park shall be amended from 12:00 PM to 12:00 AM, as specifically set forth in the restated Section 9-5-1(a)(2) in Section 2 of this ordinance, which amended and corrected Section 9-5-1(a)(2) is fully adopted and recreated hereto. 
Section 2: SEC. 9-5-1(a)(2) 
(a) No person shall consume or possess any intoxicating liquor or fermented malt beverage in a glass, open bottle or in any other open container in any City park between the hours of 12:00 AM to 8:00 AM or during such times that the consumption or possession of any intoxicating liquor or fermented malt beverage is prohibited by any rule, regulation, resolution or ordinance approved by the Common Council governing the said park. 
Section 3: SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW. If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect. 
Section 4: EFFECTIVE DATE. This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.
Seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Finance Committee – Froeba made a motion to approve the 2021 General Fund budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $1,447,028.32, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Schultz made a motion to approve the 2021 Water Utility budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $448,026.58 seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Prein made a motion to approve the 2021 Wastewater Utility budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $483,365.49, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Froeba made a motion to approve the 2021 TIF 2 budget with revenues and expenditures of $117,609.01, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Geier made a motion to approve the 2021 Levy in the amount of $581,223.15, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried. 
Library Committee – Meeting was held on November 9, 2020.  Bobrofsky reported on donations from the Patzwald Family, Loyal Lion’s Club, and Loyal Car Show.  Bobrofsky reported that the Library will be purchasing a defibrillator for $2,031.00.  Bobrofsky reported that they will be changing the circulation dates on December 15, 2020.  Next meeting will be held on December 14, 2020.

Personnel Committee – No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.
Clerk’s Report-Clerk Toufar stated that Englebretson is up for re-election as Mayor.  Lindner and Gluch-Voss are up for re-election in Ward 1 and Schultz and Brock are up for re-election in Ward 2.  December 1, 2020 is the first day that you can start to circulate your papers. If you are not planning on running you will need to file a non-candidacy by December 28, 2020.

Prein made a motion to approve a bartender licenses for Jaedyn Pieper, Kara Montie, and Ronda Wehrman, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.
