TUESDAY, NOVEMBER 21, 2023
6:30 P.M.


Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Prein, Schultz, and Weyer present.  Lindner was absent.

Citizens present were Jacob Schar, TRG and the Clark County Press.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No corrections or additions were made to the November 21, 2023, council agenda.

 Motion was made by Schultz to approve the minutes from the October 17, 2023, regular Council meeting, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried. 

Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Prein, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.


Utility Committee-No meeting held.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee–Police meeting was held on November 1, 2023.  Schultz reported on the horse manure catching devices.  Chief Kubista will be setting up a meeting with the bishops in December.  Mayor Englebretson will be bringing it up at the next mayor’s meeting to see if any other communities are having issues or are willing to adopt an ordinance.  Geier made a motion to purchase 2 new laptops and 3 docking stations not to exceed $7,600.00 with half being paid out of the 2023 budget and the remaining out of the 2024 budget, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.
Finance Committee – Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the 2024 General Fund budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $1,704,271.08, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Geier made a motion to approve the 2024 Water Utility budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $478,154.68, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Weyer made a motion to approve the 2024 Wastewater Utility budget as published with revenues and expenditures of $517,908.46, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the 2023 Levy in the amount of $650,909.41, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.  Geier made a motion to approve the sale of lots 76-81 to the Loyal Sportsman’s club in the amount of $18,000.00 and they are to pay all closing costs, attorney fees and will have an exemption that they do not have to build within the one-year time frame, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on November 13, 2023.  Bobrofsky reported they will be purchasing 2 computer monitors and a laptop.  Bobrofsky reported a donation of $250.00 was received from the Loyal Car Show.  Bobrofsky reported they will be closed Thanksgiving Day and the Friday after Thanksgiving.  Bobrofsky reported they will be having a movie on December 2, 2023.  Bobrofsky reported the October circulation was 1,619.  Next meeting will be held on December 11, 2023.

Personnel Committee –No meeting held.

Park & Recreation – Meeting was held on November 1, 2023.  Froeba reported on the location and potential construction of the splash pad and an upcoming meeting with Xcel Energy to discuss 3 phase power.  Weyer reported on a potential pickle ball court.  Clerk Toufar reported that a $700.00 donation was received from the Loyal Economic Development for the walking trail.

Planning Commission-Meeting was held on November 15, 2023.  Clerk Toufar reported on the plot map, ordinance, and the list of residents that will receive certified letters for the public hearing in December.
Clerk’s Report-Clerk Toufar stated that Froeba and Geier are up for re-election in Ward 1, and Bobrofsky and Prein are up for re-election in Ward 2.  December 1, 2023 is the first day that you can start to circulate your papers. If you are not planning to run you will need to file a non-candidacy by December 22, 2023.
