SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICT OF LAW.

Section 4:

EFFECTIVE DATE.

This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.

Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the 2022 Levy in the amount of $601,565.96, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Geier made a motion to approve the 2022 General budget for publication, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.  Lindner made a motion to approve the 2022 Water Utility budget for publication, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Weyer made a motion to approve the 2022 Wastewater Utility budget for publication, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on October 11, 2021.  Bobrofsky reported that they will be fine free for all overdue materials.  Patrons will still be charged for lost and damaged items.  Bobrofsky reported Pam Schultz has been hired as the new library assistant.  Bobrofsky reported that the circulation for September was 841.
