Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

 Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the amended October 20, 2020 agenda, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.

 Motion was made by Gluch-Voss to approve the minutes from the September 15, 2020, regular Council meeting, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Bobrofsky, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.

Utility Committee-Meeting was held on October 6, 2020.  Bobrofsky made a motion to take over the Loyal City Cemetery as of January 1, 2020, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.  Lindner made a motion to give permission to Mayor Englebretson to hire a part-time snow removal employee, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried.  Clerk Toufar reported that Dave Esselman has brought in two quotes for replacing his sidewalk.  Geier made a motion to refer this back to the utility committee and to contact Esselman to get an itemized bill for the sidewalk, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Next Utility meeting will be on November 4, 2020.
Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Bobrofsky reported that the new squad cameras and body cameras have arrived.
Finance/City View Committee –Meeting was held on October 14, 2020.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the purchase of a new John Deer 1550 Terrain Cut Commercial Lawn Mower from Power Pac in the amount of $23,911.76 and to take the money out of the LGIP account, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion not to sell the old lawn mower to St. Anthony’s and to just trade it in, seconded by Lindner.  Motion carried.  Geier made a motion to approve the 2021 Levy in the amount of $581,223.15, seconded by Gluch-Voss.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the 2021 General budget for publication, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.  Geier made a motion to approve the 2021 Water Utility budget for publication, seconded by Schultz.  Motion carried.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the 2021 Wastewater Utility budget for publication, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on October 12, 2020.  Bobrofsky reported that Jaime Wolf has submitted her resignation as of the end of October.  Bobrofsky reported that they will be switching from Frontier to Spectrum on October 19, 2020.  Bobrofsky reported that the library will be continuing COVID 19 procedures per the governor’s orders.  Bobrofsky reported that they will be partnering with the Loyal School District on doing a Financial Literacy Program on November 10, 2020.  This is a virtual workshop and is open to the public at no charge.  Next Library meeting will be held on November 9, 2020.
