REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING 

TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 19, 2023
6:30 P.M.

Mayor Englebretson called the regular monthly Council meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. with council members Bobrofsky, Brock, Froeba, Geier, Prein, Schultz and Weyer present. Lindner was absent.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  


Citizens present were Teresa Hall, Robert Schuerman, Jackie Loos, Clark County Press, and the TRG.

Schuerman asked the council to look at making the Amish wear catching devices on their horses or how can we make them clean up the mess on Main St.  This has been referred back to the police committee.


Loos ask the council about purchasing 3 more lots in the City View Estates because they do not want the people on the walking trail in their backyard.  This has been referred back to the city view estates committee.

Clerk Toufar verified the postings.

No changes were made to the September 19, 2023 2023, agenda.

Motion was made by Weyer to approve the minutes from the August 15, 2023, regular Council meeting, seconded by Bobrofsky.  Motion carried. 


Treasurer’s report was approved on a motion made by Prein, seconded by Geier.  Motion carried.

Police/Fire and Ambulance Committee– No meeting held.  Schultz read Ordinance No. 8-1-19(c).
AN ORDINANCE CREATING SUBSECTION 8‐1‐19(C) OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF ORDINANCES PROHIBITING USE OF UNAUTHORIZED MOTORIZED VEHICLES ON MUNICIPAL WALKING TRAILS.  

The Common Council of the City of Loyal does hereby ordain as follows:

  

SECTION 1:  Section 8‐1‐19(c) of the Municipal Code of Ordinances is hereby created as set forth in Section 2 below.

SECTION 2:   SECTION 8‐1‐19:  OPERATION OF MOTOR VEHICLES IN PUBLIC PARKING LOTS AND RAMPS AND PROHIBITION OF USE ON MUNICIPAL WALKING TRAILS.  

SUBSECTION  8‐1‐19(C):  PROHIBITION OF USE OF UNAUTHORIZED MOTOR VEHICLES ON MUNICIPAL WALKING TRAILS.  Unless specifically authorized by the Police Department or municipal employees or emergency medical responders, no motorized vehicle, snowmobile, minibike, golf cart, go‐kart, all terrain and utility terrain vehicle, motorcycle, automobile, truck, or similar type of vehicle shall travel on any municipal walking trail, except for the sole purpose of crossing the same.  

SECTION 3:  SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW.    If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise, contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect.  

SECTION 4:  EFFECTIVE DATE.    This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.

Bobrofsky made a motion to approve Ordinance 8-1-19(c) and to waive the second reading, seconded by Brock.  Motion carried.

Schultz read the amendment of Ordinance 8-3-13.


AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 8‐3‐13 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF ORDINANCES BY ADDING SUBSECTION 8‐13‐13(B) FOR LICENSE REQUIREMENTS FOR ATV AND UTV USE.

  
The Common Council of the City of Loyal does hereby ordain as follows:

  

SECTION 1: Section 8‐3‐13 of the Municipal Code of Ordinances is hereby amendedby adding Subsection 8‐3‐13(B) as set forth in Section 2 below. 

SECTION 2:   SECTION 8‐3‐13(B):  LICENSED OPERATOR REQUIREMENTS.  No person who is not lawfully licensed or who is under a current driver’s license suspension, revocation, or cancellation for any reason, or who is required to have by Court Order an Ignition Interlocking Device on motorized vehicles may operate an all-terrain vehicle or a utility terrain vehicle upon a public street, alley, or public way in the City of Loyal.    A parent or guardian must accompany a person who is under the age of 18 and who possesses a probationary license in order to operate an all-terrain vehicle or a utility terrain vehicle upon a public street, alley, or public way in the City of Loyal.
SECTION 3:  SEVERABILITY AND CONFLICTS OF LAW.    If any provision of this Ordinance is found to be unconstitutional or otherwise, contrary to law, then such provision shall be deemed void and severed from the Ordinance and the remainder of this Ordinance shall continue in full force and effect.  

SECTION 4:  EFFECTIVE DATE.    This Ordinance shall take effect and be enforced from and after the date of its passage and publication, as provided by law.   

Schultz made a motion to approve amending Ordinance 8-3-13 and to waive the second reading, seconded by Weyer.  Motion carried.
Finance/City View Committee – Meeting was held on September 19, 2023.  Bobrofsky made a motion to approve the new city health insurance Team Care and to pay the employee union wages, seconded by Prein.  Motion carried.
Library Committee – Meeting was held on September 11, 2023.  Bobrofsky reported they received an anonymous donation of $500.00.  Bobrofsky reported they approved the 2024 budget to be taken to the finance committee.  Bobrofsky reported the July circulation was 1,552 and August was 1,387.  Bobrofsky reported the air conditioning unit was repaired and half the cost was paid by the city.  Bobrofsky reported the library was designated as a cooling station on extreme heat days.  Bobrofsky reported that the ADRC and CDTC will hold computer classes for seniors starting on August 29th for six weeks.
Personnel Committee – Meeting was held on August 30, 2023.  No action taken.

Park & Recreation – No meeting held.

Brock made a motion to approve the bartender licenses for Amanda Murphy and Jacqueline Rowley, seconded by Froeba.  Motion carried.

Geier made the motion to approve vouchers in the following amounts:
